RESOLUTION NO. 120791 

PASSED ____ _ 

A Resolution of the CitY Commission of the City of Gainesville, Florida 
recognizing the City of Rzeszow, Podkarpackie Province, Poland, as a Sister 
City of the City of Gainesville, Florida, U.S.A. authorizing execution of a 
Sister City agreement; and providing an immediate effective date. 

WHEREAS, the people of the City of Gainesville, Florida, desire to begin a long-

standing friendship and association with the citizens of the City of Rzeszow, 

Podkarpackie Province, Poland; and 

WHEREAS, a group has formed an organization, under the auspices of the Sister 

City Program of Gainesville, Inc., a not-for-profit Florida corporation (hereinafter the 

"Gainesville Sister City Program"), called the Gainesville/Rzeszow Sister City Program; 

and 

WHEREAS, informal discussions have already been held between the 

Gainesville Sister City Program and the Mayor of Rzeszow, Poland, who has affirmed 

their interest in a sister city relationship with Gainesville; and 

WHEREAS, public school officials from Alachua County have visited and 

toured Rzeszow and likewise the Vice Mayor of Rzeszow has visited and toured 

Gainesville, with both parties finding great similarities between the cities and their plans 

for innovative advances in education, business and government services; and 

WHEREAS, the Gainesville/Rzeszow Sister City Program has the support of the 

Gainesville Sister City Program and other Gainesville community leaders; and 

WHEREAS, to formally implement the Gainesville/Rzeszow Sister City 

Program, the City of Gainesville, Florida, U.S.A. desires to officially recognize the City 
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ofRzeszow, Poland, as a Sister City of Gainesville so that people of both cities will 

communicate with one another sharing knowledge and interests to aid in the development 

of mutual friendships, understanding and cultural opportunities. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION 

OF THE CITY OF GAINESVILLE, FLORIDA: 

Section 1. The Gainesville City Commission hereby recognizes the City of 

Rzeszow, Podkarpackie Province, Poland, as a Sister City of the City of Gainesville, 

Florida, U.S.A. under a program to be administered by the Gainesville Sister City 

Program. 

Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to execute the Agreement for the Sister City 

Relationship between the City ofRzeszow, Podkarpackie Province. Poland and the City 

of Gainesville, Florida, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit "A". 

Section 3. This resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption.

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EXHIBIT "A" 
Agreement 

Establishing a Sister City Program Between 
the City of Gainesville, Florida (USA) 

and 
the City of Rzeszow, Podkarpackie Province (Poland) 

Whereas, the cities of City of Gainesville, Florida, USA, and the City of Rzesz6w, 
Podkarpackie Province, Poland, share similar goals of international cooperation, mutual 
prosperity and world peace; and 

Whereas, citizens of both cities have shown genuine interest in creating a long-term 
friendship and cooperative relationship between the two cities; and 

Whereas, both cities believe it to be in their collective interest to broaden and strengthen ties 
between the two cities; and 

The City of Gainesville, Florida, USA, represented by Mr. Craig Lowe the Mayor of the 
City of Gainesville and the City ofRzeszow, Podkarpackie Province, Poland, represented by 
Mr. Tadeusz Ferenc the Mayor of the City of Rzeszow are wilJing to establish and conduct 
friendly exchanges and cooperation. 

§ 1 

Whereas, both cities place similar values on cultural understanding and advances in 
technology innovation, medical programs, renewable energies, tourism, transportation 
management, youth programs and leadership, environmental stewardship and other areas, the 
City of Gainesville, Florida, USA, and the City ofRzesz6w, Podkarpackie Province, Poland, 
agreed as follows: 

1. The purpose of this relationship is to increase economic development, cultural 
exchanges, educational opportunities, and technical advances for both cities, and to 
increase awareness by both cities from being centers of technology, centers of medical 
programs, sports programs, innovators in renewable energy and transportation 
advancements, leaders of aviation programs, tourism programs, and education 
programs for youth, and stewards of environment. 

2. Both cities will identify activities, common to all, that can generate new initiatives to 
further nurture economic, social, and cultural relationships. 

3. Both cities are committed to mutual support for organizing and developing the 
experiences, common activities, and future programs of the Sister City relationship on 
the basis of mutual cooperation and directions set forth by this declaration. 
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These activities will be carried out by the designated entities or organizations in the cities of 
Gainesville and Rzesz6w, which will prepare information about the activities undertaken 
within the framework of the partnership. 

§3 

The agreement is based on the resolutions of both autonomies. 

§4 

1. This agreement has been drawn up in four copies: two in English and two in Polish 
languages. 

2. Texts in all language versions are equally valid. 

§5 

This Agreement is effective on the day of signature. 

Therefore, We, the Mayors of Gainesville and Rzeszow, in the beliefthat this Agreement will 
further contribute to the cause of world peace and to the development offriendly relations 
between the peoples of Poland and the United States and our two cities, do hereby affix our 
signatures and our city seals on this declaration to establish our relationship as Sister Cities.
