Explanation: Human Resources Policy E-6: Separation From Service includes 

language governing Exit Interviews. This language provides that 

employees “shall be requested to participate in an Exit Interview at the 

Office of Equal Opportunity.” This provision predates the establishment 

of the Equal Opportunity Director as a Charter Officer. In fact, that 

version of the provision has been in place since January 9, 1984, when, 

organizationally, the Office of Equal Opportunity was an arm of the 

Human Resources Department. 

There are a variety of reasons for leaving employment with the City, 

including continuing education, relocation, family obligations, health 

considerations, workplace concerns, etc. The Equal Opportunity 

Director, in consultation with the Human Resources Director, believes 

administration of exit interviews is a Human Resources function. Going 

forward, the Equal Opportunity Director would continue to review exit 

interviews that indicate discrimination, harassment, inappropriate 

conduct and other areas outlined in the City’s Equal Opportunity policies.

This proposed change was reviewed by all Charter Officers and senior 

leadership at a recent Charter Officer meeting.  All Charter Officers 

support this change and recommend approval by the City Commission.

(B)

This item involves an update to Exhibit A of the Interlocal 

Agreement between Alachua County and the City of Gainesville for 

distribution of revenue from the Wild Spaces Public Places sales tax.  

MODIFICATION - ADDED ITEM

Explanation: City and County staff worked together to prepare an Interlocal 

Agreement for distribution of revenue from the voter approved Wild 

Spaces Public Places sales tax consistent with the distribution agreed 

upon by the City and County Commission.  The agreed upon distribution 

is the State Default Formula with the County providing the City with $3 

million from the County’s distribution of revenues to partner with the City 

on projects of mutual interest from the City’s overall project list.  The 

County will provide an additional $3 million to fund a competitive 

program to partner on projects with any municipalities in the County 

including the City of Gainesville.  The sales tax commenced on January 

1, 2017. 

 

Drafts of the agreement were traded back and forth and a final 

agreement was brought to the City Commission on January 5, 2017.  

The City Commission approved the agreement modifying the exhibit 

showing the partnership projects to include all those previously provided 

to the County and listing them in alphabetical order.    

The County Commission met on February 14, 2017 to discuss the 

agreement.  County Commission Chair Cornell subsequently sent a 

letter to Mayor Poe relaying the County Commission’s discussion and 

actions on the agreement.  The County Commission approved the 

agreement with a revised exhibit that listed only two specific projects 

including acquisition of the Weiss property for conservation purposes 

and the Sweetwater Branch Recreational Trail as well as a catch-all for 

projects of mutual interest.  The Sweetwater Branch Recreational Trail 

was on the exhibits approved by the City and County Commission so 

there appears to be agreement on that project.  The Weiss property is 

not on the City’s Wild Spaces Public Places project list.    

At the March 6, 2017 Joint City/County Commission Meeting the City 

Commission approved a motion to approve Exhibit A with the removal of 

Cultural Arts Roadmap Implementation and Palm Point Park.  

Subsequently, at the April 11, 2017 Alachua County Commission 

meeting the County Commission voted to amend Exhibit A to jointly fund 

the City Sweetwater Branch Recreational Trail and that the remaining 

funding left from the $3 million allocation is up to the City of Gainesville 

to spend on any other project from Exhibit A. On April 13, 2017 the 

General Policy Committee discussed the revised Exhibit A.
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The Wild Spaces Public Places sales tax was approved by voters for 8 

years and is expected to generate $46.5 million in revenue to the City 

and an additional $3 million from the County’s allocation of funding for 

City/County partnership projects.  The City is also eligible to participate 

in the County’s grant process with other County municipalities for a total 

of $3 million available for award.

Explanation: The Voter Referendum on the Wild Spaces Public Places passed on 

November 8, 2016 and the collection of the ½ cent sales tax began on 

January 1, 2017.

160886. Request to Extend the Bike Share Contract (B)

This is a request to extend the bike share agreement with Zagster, the 

service provider, for a two-year term. 

Explanation: The City implemented a bike share program pursuant to funding of a 

pilot program by the City Commission in FY15. The initial funding 

allocation of $34,000 allowed for the launch of a system with 16 bicycles 

distributed over 2 stations, one at the Bo Diddley downtown plaza and 

one at the intersection of the Sixth Street Trail and SW 2nd Avenue. The 

system went into operation in May 2016. In August 2016 the system was 

expanded to 22 bikes distributed over 4 stations with Transportation 

Mobility Program Area (TMPA) funds. The new stations were located at 

the Rosa Parks Transit Transfer Station in the vicinity of Depot Park, 

and one at the intersection of SW 13th Street and SW 3rd Avenue in the 

vicinity of the University of Florida campus. 

Since inception on May 7, 2016 to March 15, 2017 the system carried 

1,096 trips, with an average of 4 trips per day; a total of 502 users were 

registered as active users; 44% of riders over this period were repeat 

riders. 92% of active users prefer the hourly membership rates; 7% 

opted for the annual membership and only 1% opted for the monthly 

option. As shown in the attached 2016 usage report, the annual 

members tend to ride more than the other groups. Overall the average 

system usage is slightly higher over the weekends. The attached report 

provides a snapshot of the system activity during 2016 and an overview 

of the marketing plan to continue to enhance usage.

The contract extension will include a system upgrade that will change 

the locking mechanisms, update the station signs, and upgrade the bike 

baskets with additional advertising space.

The total cost for the two-year extension is approximately $62,000 to be 

paid in two annual installments. During the FY17 budget process the 

City Commission allocated $28,000 for the continuation of the system 

operation. Between May 2016 and December 2016 the system 

generated approximately $3,600 in user fees. Zagster disburses the 

Fiscal Note:
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revenues to the City on a quarterly basis. It is expected that the user 

fees plus the recurring operating fund allocation will be sufficient to 

cover the costs of operations for the two-year period.
