Within the Urban Village, subdivi-
stons, minor subdivigions, lot splits,
and development on sites greater
than two acres which propose new
development on more than 50 per-
cent of the site shall be required to
include new local streets within the
subdivision, minor subdivision, lot
split or development so that the re-
gulting block{s) will net exceed a
maximum block perimeter of 2,000
feet,

Within the Urban Village, an urban
walkway may be used to meet the
block perimeler requirements, sub-
ject to city approval. An urban walk-
way is a pedestrian/bicycle pathway
that iz either: a minimum width of
30 feet with a single contiguous paved
area of at least ten feet or a mini-
mum width of 31 feet with a sepa-
rated (boulevard style) paved area
with a2 minimum contiguous paved
area of eight feet on one side and five
feet on the other side. Urban walk-
ways must provide a minimum eight-
feet landscape zone area on each
side of the paved area. Unpaved ar-
eas in an urban walkway must be
landscaped and may centain
stormwater facilities. Urban ‘walk-
ways may contain benches, foun-
tains, outdoor cafes or other cutdoor
uses as long as a minimum sidewalk
width as specified above is main-
tained. Cross-sections for urban walk-
ways must be submitted ag part of a
required circulation plan or as part
of a development plan when a circu-
lation plan is not required.

There shall be a continuous land-
scape zone adjacent to the curb which
shall meet the dimensions set forth
in the Streetscape Dimensions Ta-
ble. This zone allows the placement
of street trees, street furniture and
light poles, fire hydrants, traffic signs,
bus shelters, bicycle racks, litter re-
ceptacles, benches and similar items.
In the Urban Village, strest trees in
the iandscape zone may not intrude
into the pubbc right-of-way without
approval from the governmental en-
tity responsible for the public road.

The owner/developer shall install
street trees to meet the spacing re-
quirements set forth in the
Streetscape Dimensions Table. All
street trees shall be provided a min-
imum of 140 square feet of root room
to a depth of three feet, and shall be
planted no closer than ten feet from
any building or wall foundation.

The area of the landscape zone be-
tween trees shall be hardseape on
storefront streets and principal
streets. Hardscape is optional for
streets with cn-street parking. Strect
trees shall be planted within a land-
scaping or grass strip on local streets,
urban throughway streets, and ail
streets in the Urban Village. In the
Urban Village, a board modification
to allow hardscape within the land-
scape zone may be requested. Sur-
face openings for trees within tree
wells shall be at least 18 square feet.
Landscaping utilized between street
trees should not exceed 3¢ inches at
mature height.
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Where heritage trees are located
within the public right-of-way they
ghould be preserved and no new con-
gtruction placed within the tree root
plate. New buildings should be de-
signed so that ne more than 25 per-
cent of the crown of these preserved
trees is removed. The removal, relo-
eation or replacement of heritage
trees shall be in accordance with
section 30-258 of the land develop-
ment code.

Street trees shall meet state depart-
ment of transportation clear zone
requirements, adopted pursuant to
F.S. Ch. 316 and adopted by refer-
ence in chapter 26 of this Code. A
visual example is provided in Figure
6.1, Streetscape with Four-Foot Clear
Zone.

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vears unless otherwise specified. The
circuiation plan expiration date may
be extended prior to expiration for
good cause with city approval.

Landscape buffers. All development in this
district is exempt from the general land-
scape buffer requirements in article VIII
of the land development code,

Parking. Other than as reguired by the
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
and Florida Accessibility Code (FAC) or
other stafe or federal requirements, there
shall be no minimum vehicular parking
requirement in University Heights and
Archer Triangle. In the Urban Village, the
minimum vehicular parking requirement
is ane space per residential unit and one-
half of the required parking for nonresi-
dential uses as provided in the land de-
velopment code.

Loading docks shall be prohibited
along storefront streets, principal
streets, urban throughway streets,
and all non-local streets in the Ur-
ban Village. If a development has
access/frontage only on a storefront
or principal street and it is infeasible
to provide an alley or other rear
loading area on the site, the loading
dock must be located in the most
unobtrusive location and fully
sereened from street and sidewalk
VIEW.

Loading dock entrances along the
street shall be sereened with auto-
matic doors so that the dock and
related activities are not visible from
the adjacent sidewalk.

Dumpsters shall be placed at the
side or the rear of the building so
that they are not wvisible from the
street.

Drumpsters shall be surrounded by
an enciosing wall that is attached to
a building. The enclosing wall shall
not exceed eight feet in height, and
shall be finished or painted with the
same material or color as the build-
ing. The enclosing wall shall be fit-
ted with an opaque sliding or hinged
door and working latch.
