5. That at all times material hereto, the Defendant owned a 2010 GLLG Bus bearing 

the Florida license tag number XC4493 that was operated with its permission by Cheryl L. 

Moore. 



6. That at all times material hereto, Cheryl L. Moore was in the course and scope of 

her employment with Defendant, City of Gainesville. 

7. That on or about September 18,2014. Cheryl L. Moore, negligently operated the 

above described bus that was occupied by the Plaintiff, Ricky King, in a manner so as to cause a 

collision with a non-moving disabled vehicle. 

8. As a result, Plaintiff, Rickey King, suffered bodily injury and resulting pain and 

suffering, disability, disfigurement, mental anguish, loss of capacity for the enjoyment of life, 

expense of hospitalization, medical and nursing care and treatment. These losses are either 

permanent or continuing and plaintiff will suffer these losses in the future. Plaintiff, Rickey 

King, has sustained permanent injuries within a reasonable degree of medical probability. 

9. The City of Gainesville was presented with this claim in writing on October 6, 

2014. 

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff, Rickey King, demands judgment for damages and costs against
