APPROVAL OF MINUTES

STAFF REPORT 
A. Code Enforcement:

Officer Denise McMillian: Neighborhood Enhancement is studying International Maintenance Code which will make changes with rental property ordinances. These changes will happen October 2020. Some of the rental code issues that are being addressed and changed will become the responsibility of the tenant. There is a link which will direct you to all these changes.  We would like to share this information with UF Off Campus Life. 

Chair Kilroy: It would be helpful information to have. Let’s set up a time to discuss these landlord/renter ordinance changes. Our office can work up media to share with UF students. 

Officer Denise McMillian: The main issue we are having with UF students are the many abandoned scooters with expired tags and registration not being up to date. 

Reminder: Scooters need to be registered to the student with an up to date license plate.

BOARD ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

A. Alachua County Housing Authority(ACHA): Amanda Nazaro, Director of Voucher Programs

Amanda Nazaro PowerPoint slide presentation: 

The mission of the ACHA is to assist low income and disadvantaged members of the community locate and maintain affordable housing in a safe and sanitary environment. 

Public housing was established to provide decent and safe rental housing for eligible low-income families, the elderly, and persons with disabilities. Public housing comes in all sizes and types, from scattered single family dwellings to apartments. 

ACHA has a total of 276 units comprised of single family detached and row/townhomes. There are 300 families on the waitlist. 

The four programs for ACHA are The Sunshine Inn, Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP), Housing Choice Voucher Program (HCV-Section 8), and Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program (TBRA). 

The Sunshine Inn provides an all-inclusive, affordable housing option for the veterans of Alachua County. 

NSP was established through the Housing & Economic Recovery Act of 2008 in an effort to combat some of the challenges associated with a declining economy and escalating foreclosure rates. 

HCV program is the federal government’s major program for assisting very low-income families, the elderly, and the disabled to afford decent, safe, and sanitary housing in the private market. This is the largest program with sub-categories that consist of Mainstream, Hud-Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing (VASH), Foster Youth Initiative (FYI), and Single Room Occupancy (SRO).

The Mainstream program was created to increase the supply of housing opportunities available to very low-income persons with disabilities by providing them with rental vouchers or certificates to access the private rental market. On January 25, 2021 the waitlist opens for three days. 

The HUD-VASH program combines HCV rental assistance for homeless Veterans with case management and clinical services provided by the Department of Veterans Affairs. 

HUD’s FYI provides housing assistance and supportive services to young individuals with a child welfare history who are at-risk-or or experiencing homelessness. 

The SRO program assists very low-income, single, homeless individuals in obtaining decent, safe, and sanitary housing in privately owned, rehabilitated buildings. 

The newest program is TBRA. The Housing Stability for Homeless Schoolchildren Initiative assists homeless families with children participating in the School District’s Homeless Education Program to obtain and keep suitable rental housing through the provision of Federal HOME funds for the TBRA of up to 24 months, and supportive services. 

Chair Kilroy: I’m also reaching out to Gainesville Housing Authority to find out what programs they have. Does anybody have questions?  

B. Future Discussion and Learning Trip Topics- Chair

Elizabeth Delaney: How about difficulties with students getting funding for housing and housing insecurity. 

Chair Kilroy: Maybe an upcoming meeting will include discussions about housing insecurity. It’s good to know what is available and also reach out to the Gainesville Housing Authority. I had a difficult time connecting with them. If anyone has a connection and can help get in touch with them that would be helpful  

Officer Moreau: There is also Neighborhood Improvement Housing upstairs from us that may have helpful information.
