A. Code Enforcement:

B. Gainesville Police Department: 
Lt. Robert Koehler: There was an arrest of an armed robber over the holiday that was involved with local business robberies. The angel shot program is in progress which involves students going to bars that are needing extra help. There are 10 bars participating. Flyers are installed in restroom stalls. The code word is ‘angel shot’ which notifies staff that student is in distress.  


BOARD ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

A. Guest Speakers: 

Dr. Naima Brown, Vice President of Student Affairs-Santa Fe College

Dr. Brown received her masters and doctorate degree from UF. She has been employed at SFC for 20 yrs.  

Dan Rodkin is Associate Vice President who takes care of Admissions and Processing, Recruitment and Orientation, International Student Services, and Student Conduct. SFC students come from 100 countries and receive help with transferring to UF if UF bound. 

Trio & Cap helps with underserved students with programs such as Upward Bound, Education Talent Search, Classis SSS, Veterans SSS, and Stem SSS. These outreach programs helps with scholarships.

Financial Aid provides access to higher education and helps families/community move to the next level with better jobs. 

Counseling center has licensed counselors that helps with student mental health.

Advisement consist of the Career Exploration Center and Academic Advisement Center. This is assisting students with develop of their careers. There is an online program available to the public called Career Coach which is a great tool to help with this development. It also shows job demands at this time. 

Student Life engages students on campus and online. 

Athletic program runs strong with men’s basketball, women’s basketball, baseball, and softball. They compete with other Florida Colleges. 

Disabilities Resources Center graduates the most students with disabilities than any other college in the state. Focus of the Future Displaced Homemakers program helps with women who have been out of the work force and are re-entering. Our return in investment is 246% with this program. My Brother’s Keeper program engages in retaining African American males. 
Our students have access to RTS and a van service. This allows our disadvantaged students the ability to have transportation to the college. 

SFC has 40% of their students coming from Bradford and Alachua, 52% from the rest of Florida, and 8% international students.

Online student resources has been an excellent resource, because it allows for students that are not able to travel during covid. We can meet these students where they are. 

Center for Innovation and Economic Development (CEID) is an entrepreneur incubator program now located on UF campus until our new building is built.  

Dr. D’Andra Mull, Vice President of Student Affairs- UF

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Mull has been at UF for 1 year, but in the field for 22 years. Our goals are to provide pathways for student success and enhance the student experience. We want our students to leave as proud gators, globally engaged citizens, and lifelong educators. 
 
Advocacy, collaboration, elevation is the ACE philosophy. Advocacy means that students and staff are supported. Collaboration meaning to support and engage with local and international communities. Elevation means how do we use student affairs and the value add we bring to the student experience which prepares them for what comes next. 

Student affairs consists of 28 departments and 100 staff. Student government is a power house and helpful.
