200912. 	Review Board Processes and City Policy on Public Meetings (B)

Elizabeth Chazulle:
In person meetings with a quorum is required for anything that is voted on. The City Manager would need to aprove any meetings done outside the City of Gainesville auditorium. SCRAB will have to do a re-vote for Chair and Vise Chair positions. If there are only non-voting items that are addressed in a meeting, it can be a Zoom workshop. A hybrid meeting can be done at City of Gainesville auditorium. For members that don’t attend, they would need an affidavit showing of their extenuating circumstances. Agendas need to be emailed to the secretary one week prior to meeting date. This allows the meeting to be posted to the public with a seven day notice. 
The protocol for meetings held at City Hall is that security will do a temperature checks and everyone must wear a mask. All members are separated by plexiglass. If a member wants to speak at the podium, it’s sanitized between speakers.

200927. 	Pending Contract Between City of Gainesville and FDOT

There is a joint initiative between City of Gainesville and FDOT to impact locations of high volume vehicular crashes in GNV (includes Gail Lemrand / W Univ AVE) through education and enforcement. Grant money from the City will be used to make and hand out educational safely flyers to individuals around these high volume areas during the most prevalent times when car accidents occur. There will be traffic calming techniques used to help with these issues. These education flyers can be shared with University Campus Police.
